3.3 - Fair value estimation

The carrying value less impairment provision of trade receivable and payables are
assumed to approximate their fair values.

Trade receivables and inventory value net of impairment provisions should
approximate/their fair value.

4 = Critical accounting estimates

Estimates and judgments are continually evaluated and are based on historical
experience and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed
to be reasonable under the circumstances.

The Company makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting
accounting estimates will by definition, rarely equal the related actual results. The
estimates and the assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial
year are outlined below:

a - income tax

The amount of income tax provision can be determine through the identification of
unacceplable expenses for tax purposes, as well as a tax—free income, which requires
preparation of comprehensive study on the subject with respect to expectations for
any additional amounts related to tax provision.

b - Provision for doubtful debts

The company dedicated lo provision for doubtful debts, in accordance with the
company's accounting policy, where recoverable value of trade receivables is
compared with book value of these receivables, for the purpose of determining of
these receivables, that such use requires making estimates.

(3) Financial Risk Management

3.1 - Financial risk factors

The Company's activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: material risk (including
currency risk, fair value interest rate risk, cash flow interest rate risk and price risk),
credit risk and liquidity risk. The Company’s overall risk management is programmed to
focus on the unpredictability of financial markets and seeks to minimize potential
adverse effects on the Company's financial performance.

a— Market Risk

The Company operations are exposed to foreign exchange risk arising from various
currency exposures, primarily with respect to the US.$

The Company's income and operating cash flows are substantially independent of
change in market rates. The Company has no significant interest bearing assets or
liabilities.

b — Credit risk

Credit risk arises from cash and cash equivalents and deposits with banks and
financial institutions, as well as -credit exposures to customers, including outstanding
receivables and committed transactions. Deposits are made wilh banks that have
acceptable credil rating. The utilization of credit limits are regularly mentioned.

¢ — Liquidity risk

Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash, the availability
of funding through an adequate amount of committed credit facilities. Company's
management aims al maintaining flexibility in funding by keeping committed lines
available.

3.2 — Capital risk management

The Company’s objectives when managing capital are to safe guard Company's ability
to continue as a "going concern” in order to provide returns for shareholders and
benefits for other stakeholders and to maintain an optimal capital structure to reduce
the cost of capital.

The Company monitors capital by monitoring the gearing ratio. This ratio is calculated
as nel is debt divided by total capital. Net debt is calculated as total borrowing

The Iragi Company for Financing of Small and Medium Enterprises is an intermediate
financial institution that manages and forward the funds obtained from the sponsors,
whether international or governmental organizations, to the network of participating banks
operating on the lending program. These funds are in the form of long-term liabilities.
These capitalizations are capitalized gradually according to the plan Specified by the
donor. The company prepares reports, lists and statements showing the movement of
funds, financial status and statistical data to be reviewed by donors and sectoral entities
later. There are many organizational procedures should be following for program succeed:

Banks opens a special account for those allocations for granting loans from this account
or allocation.

The Company prepares a program for lending according to the objectives set for this
financing and how to use it by identifying the borrowers, economic sectors, the size of the
loan and the interest rate in addition to the signing of the agreements, and the manner
of preparing the reports.

The participating bank carries out the lending process to finance the specific projects,
prepare the feasibility study, the credit controls, and ensure the borrower’s payment of its
obligations. The bank may, as it sees fit, apply for the loan guarantee from the Iraqi Bank
Guarantee Company before the date of disbursement of the loan or search for alternative
guarantee mechanisms.

The bank is obliged to send monthly reports to the company showing the balances of
loans granted and repayments and the remaining cash lent, bank co fund, and the relevant
technical data.

The company invites the credit officers of the participating banks to attend lectures by
the company’s staff to explain how to prepare reports and international credit standards
for the company’s program.
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The country’s political and economic circumstances and the fall of five governorates and
